- Establish a cluster of four to six HEIs (minimum of two institutions each from ASEAN and the EU);  
- Lead the cluster and coordinate the implementation of all activities throughout the funding 

period; 
- Select one focus area that the cluster aims to address (only one key area can be selected, one HEI 

can send one application per focus area); 
- Provide a track record of past collaborations with at least one of the cluster members.
